Since you will want to capture the special people and moments at your event, it would be great to
have someone who can take good pictures during the event. | would love to connect with him or her
before the event begins, to discuss how | can get copies of some of those pictures.

Audio/Video Recording

Please let me know if the event will be recorded (audio and/or video). I ask that you provide me with
a copy of the final recording. Unless written restrictions are provided, it is understood that | may also
use the recording of my session(s) for promotion or product development.

If | do not have an assistant
traveling with me, we appreciate a person from your organization helping me with the table. | will
bring a cash box and a Square® for credit card processing. Please let me know if there is any policy
or procedure that | need to be aware of so we can honor your protocol.
